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Music Committee 

Our sincere thanks to each one who assisted in our music program during this past year and for the 
Music Committee, fortheirfaithfulness, commitment and support of our music programs. We seldom 
realize the many hours of planning and rehearsing that goes into producing the beautiful music 
throughout the year. 

The Adult Choir has participated in a number of Choral Evensongs throughout the year, chanting the 
Psalms and presenting beautifully chosen special music. They have presented anthems weekly with 
the exception of July and August, when we feature special soloists. This past winter the choir 
participated in an exciting evening of music with other church and community choirs from the area 
at the Otesaga Hotel, at which time over $3,000 was raised to support the local food bank. 

During the summer we enjoyed soloists Susan Lin, daughter of David and Martha Vaules, and soloists 
Valentina Fleer, Hannah Dixon, Bryan Boyce, Emily Newton, Robert Kerr, James Flora and Joshua 
Jeremaiah from Glimmerglass Opera at our 10:00 services. We look forward again this summer to 
wonderful soloists in our services. Singing School for children began on September 9"" and met weekly 
(with the exception of school vacations and bad weather] providing choral training for children and an 
opportunity to sing during a FamilyTime in the Parish Hall as well as for special services in our church 
on Christmas Eve, Palm Sunday, and Good Shepherd Sunday. One of our St. Agnes Choir members 
was invited to audition for the Glimmerglass Opera's Children1s Chorus for the current season. 

The organ has been well kept up this year, although at the present time we have a mysterious problem 
in our State Trumpets. The problem, thought to be electrical, has not been diagnosed; circuit boards 
have been sent back to the manufacturer and in being tested, found to be working properly. We ask 
your understanding if the trumpets decide to play when we least expect them! Our organist has given 
several concerts on our organ during the year beginning last with last May's all-Bach recital. During 
the summer months she gave weekly "Music Minutes" as an outreach to the community and visitors; 
this was followed by an organ recital of French literature in November and a recent recital in our 
Spring Concert Series. Our series of spring concerts during April featured guest organists Richard 
and Evelyn VanAuken, AI Fedak and trumpeter Carlton Clay, concluding with soloist Steven Nanni and 
pianist Mary Lou Muratori. These programs have been warmly received and attended. 

The Praise Band has been strengthened this year with the addition of Ron Johnson and others who 
are interested in alternative music in worship. They have learned new music and worked diligently to 
add greatly to FamilyServices.lttakes time and dedication to bring this program to ChristChurch. Our 
appreciation to all members of the Praise Band team. 

The Catskill Chamber Singers presented their annual evening of music in our Chapel in September. 
The Voices of Cooperstown presented IIMESSIAH" by Handel with a wonderful chorale, organ and 
orchestra; their annual concert is always an exciting event and very much appreciated by our church 
family and community at large. How extraordinary to see our church really packed to hear this 
wonderful classical and sacred music! Thanks to all of those who make this possible. 

During this coming summer we will be privileged to host a concert in the Summer Chamber Music 
Series as well as several recitals by visiting Young Artists with Glimmerglass Opera. We have worked 
out a plan with Glimmerglass to have Christ Church included in their concert venue during the 
upcoming season, at which time they will place a grand piano in our church for the summer; this will 
be used fortheir concerts and available for our use with permission of our Organist. We are planning 
some special events of our own on this instrument while we have it. Look for further information on 
this! 
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The music programs of our church not only enhance our worship, but are a way of opening our doors 
to the community and the un-churched. In the program planning for the new season starting in 
September, we are exploring ways to enhance our Adult Choir, the St. Agnes Choir, and our Choral 
Evensongs. These ideas are in the planning stages, but with definite ideas that will not only add to the 
beauty of our music program, but will be a source of spiritual outreach. The Music Committee would 
again like to express our appreciation to all who encourage us in our music making!

Outreach 
Outreach committee members in 2009 were Grace Welsh, Mary Jane Wilson, Sandy Thorne, Kathy

Meetings were held three times a year instead of monthly to increase participation and membership. 
Five new members joined the committee in 2009. 

The Outreach budget was $25,866 in 2008, $30,000 in 2009, and will be $30,000 in 2010 
Funding is made possible by the generosity and stewardship of Christ Church. Checks were dispersed 
semi-annually.

MATCHING FUNDS were set aside in our budget to be applied to money raised at our Alternative 
Christmas Market. This allowed the congregation to direct this part of our budget to ministries our 
church members support. In 2009 $5,283 was raised at the Alternative Christmas Market for the 
following: Smile Train.$30o, HabitatforHumanityOtsego County$50, Angel Flight$1 00, The Turning 
Point $200, ERDF $300, Heifer Project $1 ,150, Cooperstown Food Bank $900, Bicycle Project 
Diocese of Ruvuma Tanzania $190, DR Scholarships $800. Total eligible for matching funds was 
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$3,990, matched in full. In addition, $627 was raised for African Team Ministry and $666 for 
Handcrafting Justice during sales atthe Alternative Christmas Market, to which matching funds were 
not applied. 

RUMMAGE SALES raised $989 in May 2009, and $1224 in October 2009. Proceeds were split 
between our Dominican Republic mission project and St Margaret's Convent and Mission School in 
Port-au-Prince, Haiti; with $1 00 going to our St Margaret's Guild for yarn and craft supplies. 

DOMINICAN REPUBLIC SCHOLARSHIPS to San Andreas School in Santa Domingo have been given 
by this congregation for over 15 years. $300 funds one full yearfor students in grades K-12. $3,950 
was given for this project in 2009 by 15 families. The Palm Sunday Bake Sale, a project of the 
Christian Education Department, raised $456.50 toward this effort, for a total of $4,406.50. 

CARING COINS project collected $214.50 in loose change from the offering plates. The Christian 
Education Department worked with the children to direct howthese funds were spent. Supplies were 
purchased and cookies baked for gift bags prepared for residents of area nursing homes. Donations 
were also sent to Heifer project and the Cooperstown Food Bank. 

A basket is provided, year round, at the back of the sanctuary for the collection of food items for the 
Cooperstown Food Bank. One to three bags a week are collected. The Baby Jesus Tree in the 
sanctuary during Advent collected hats and mittens, which were donated to the Cooperstown 
Elementary School. Christmas gifts for the children of prison inmates were collected for the Angel 
Tree Project of the Jail Ministries of Otsego County. 

A supply of Fair Trade, shade grown organic Dominican Republic coffee was purchased, served, and 
offered for sale at the first Sunday coffee hour of each month. Proceeds benefit two small family 
farms and a school, Alta Gracia, in the Dominican Republic. 

In 2010 we plan to continue to focus on the Dominican Republic and Haiti for global outreach. For 
local outreach projects, we will continue the gradual change to support and encourage those 
ministries which members of Christ Church actively participate in. The Vestry devoted it's recent 
weekend retreat, and an additional follow-up meeting, to the discussion of outreach at Christ Church. 
We hope to see the fruits of those creative, thoughtful discussions in 201 0 as we seek to better 
inform and engage the members of Christ Church. 

Global Mission 
This year's Mission Team to the Dominican Republic worked with the Sisters of the Transfiguration 
at Centro Buen Pastor located in the barrio Los Flores, San Pedro de Macoris. Our main project was 
to start the re-construction of an existing building to be used as a pre - school. We also did several 
other jobs forthe Sisters such as painting, fixing doors, tables, desks and minor repairs in the Chapel. 
We also built and installed several bookshelves for Padre Nephtali and his wife Maria for the school 
that they run in the barrio Juan Dolio just outside the city of SPM. There ·were nine people on the 
team. Rick Jagels, Evan Jagels, Brian Kent, Tom Craig, Kelly Segit, Anna Snell, Fred Wykoff, Alex 
Symington and Mike Page.

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Stephen Ministry 

Stephen Ministers provide a unique lay-ministry for members of our congregation. Armed with fifty 
hours of specialized training, the Stephen Minister reaches out to share God's love with an individual 
in need of pastoral care and support. 

This is a Christ-centered and spiritually based care-giving ministry. Christ Church is blessed to have 
dedicated members in its service. Stephen Ministry at our church has been active since 2001, when 
we sent four people for Stephen Leadership Training. The Leaders returned equipped to train Stephen 
Ministers. To date, Christ Church has sponsored twenty-three members for Stephen Ministry training. 
One Stephen Minister has joined us, having been trained through another congregation. A Stephen 
Minister is asked to commit to two years of service. All but three of our Stephen Ministers are serving 
well beyond that commitment term. 

Fr. Michael has been introduced to this ministry and has stepped forward to identify persons in need. 
At this writing, all of our Stephen Ministers and Leaders have assignments or are ready to be 
assigned. For this reason, our goal is to raise-up new candidates for Stephen ,Ministry training and 
to send another person for the week-long Leadership Training. Sadly, our call in February resulted in 
only two applications, not enough to warrant training. We hope to recruit at least five people for a 
class in the Fall. Please prayerfully consider this ministry. It is an experience that will benefit you in 
ways never imagined. You will be surprised at the blessings you receive when you share God's love 
with someone who is struggling with life's challenges.
